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Oral Competition Rules

General Information
1. No entries will be accepted for judging which are posted after the deadline for submission.  The deadline date will be found on the entry blank.
1. A club may enter all levels of competition, group and individual; but it may enter only one competitor or selection in each category.
1. Skit and monologue selections may be traditional (published) or original (written by students and/or sponsor).
1. Titles of entries must be sent in on the entry form.  Once a title has been submitted to the 1st Vice-President Club, the title may not be changed.  However, the entrant(s) performing that selection may be changed.
1. There will be no restricting theme for the competition.
1. Selections may be oratorical, poetic, dramatic, or humorous, but not musical.  Music may be used if it is integral to the selection in group skits, but singing must be incidental to the plot and kept to a minimum.
1. A school may not perform the same skit two years in a row.
1. Each entry must be memorized (except Individual Level I) ; notes or prompting disqualify the entry.

Performance Information
1. No photography, video, or recording is permitted during the competitions.
1. Entries will be announced by the Historian, Treasurer, Chef de Chant, and Chaplain Clubs.  There will be no identification of competitors during competition except by selection and number.  Competitors will not be allowed to wear anything signifying that they belong to an officer club or any identifying t-shirts during the competition.  Winners will be announced at the final assembly.
1. If a club is late in arriving for its level of competition, the students may perform, but a written excuse, signed by the club sponsor, must be submitted to the officer club responsible for the competition for consideration by the Executive Board.  The Executive Board will decide if the club is to be disqualified and will notify the club before the winners are announced.
1. No club whose sponsor is not present at the Sponsors’ Meeting during the convention will be eligible for any awards.
1. Entries will be awarded Supérieur, Très Bien, and Bien solely on the quality of spoken French.   If the top competitor’s score is so high that no other prizes are mathematically possible, the judges will award a Grand Prix and compute the rest of the prizes based on the second highest score.  Other awards will be given at the judges’ discretion.

Specifics
1. Competition is limited to non-native speakers of French.  Good judgment should be used in determining if a student is a native speaker or not.  If there is any question about how a student should be classified, contact the 1st Vice-President club before sending your entry blank.
1. Students compete at the level of French in which they are currently enrolled or at a higher level, but not at a lower level.  Any student may compete in both individual and group competition, but at only one level in each.  For example, a French I student might compete in both Level I individual competition and in the Level II group competition but he could not compete in both Level I group and the Level II group competitions.  There will be two separate levels of judging within Levels I and II for both group and individual competitions.
1. Level IA indicates that all students competing have had no previous French.  They must have started their first full year of French in the fall of the academic year in which the convention is held.
1. Level IB indicates that at least one of the students competing has had some previous academic exposure to French such as elementary or middle school programs of any length.  If you have a mixed group, some have had no previous French, others have had French before the current academic year, you must enter Level IB.
1. A school may have only one entry at Level I individual (A or B) and Level II individual (A or B) and only one entry at Level I /II Group (A or B).  The Level I individual (A or B) is a prepared reading.
1. Level IIA indicates that all of the students competing have passed only one year of French before the current year.
1. Level IIB indicates that at least one of the students competing has passed more than one year of French before the current academic year, including elementary or middle school programs of any length.  If you have a mixed group, some having passed only one year of French and others having passed more than one year before the current academic year, you must enter Level IIB.
1. If a student has joined his/her French Club, but is not currently taking French, he/she may compete at the next highest level of competition.  For example, if a student who has completed two years of French must compete at Level III or above.





Time Limits

1. Please note changes to time limit scoring.  For individual performances, timing will be from the first spoken word to the bow.  In order to indicate that the skit is over, one or more students in the skit should bow at the end of the skit.

1. The time limits for the oral selections are: 
Individual
1. Level I:		1-3 minutes
1. Level II:		1-3 minutes
1. Levels III:		2-4 minutes
1. Level IV: 		3-5 minutes

· Level I / II:		4-6 minutes
· Level III :		5-7 minutes
· Level IV:		6-8 minutes

1. If the minimum time limit is not met, or if the maximum time limit is exceeded (Individual & Group Competitions), the competitor will not be disqualified, but one point per 10 seconds will be subtracted from the time management category on the score sheet. The maximum penalty will be 10 points per score sheet.  A perfect overall score is 60.

Specifics for the Choral Competition
1. Entries will be judged primarily on the quality of the pronunciation of French in the song.
1. Songs may be any type of music.
1. In addition to the quality of spoken French, competitors will be judged on musicality. 
1. A club may enter two of three categories:  1) solo/duet, 2) solo with backup 3) group (maximum of 2 entries per club).
1. Time limit is not to exceed 5 minutes.
1. Musical accompaniment (CDs or tapes) may not contain ANY words.
1. There will be no prompting from the audience.

Extemporaneous Reading
1. Individual students, one per level per school, may enter the extemporaneous reading competition.
1. A separate passage to be read will be chosen for all Levels I-IV/Advanced.
1. The order of competition will be established by the order in which the forms are received.
1. The students will preview the passage for 30 seconds and then read it aloud for 30 seconds.  NO TIME DEDUCTIONS
1. Each contestant will be judged on pronunciation, fluency, clarity, enunciation and intonation.



Rules and Regulations for Scholars' Bowl Team Competition

PLEASE NOTE:  These rules and regulations were revised in September 1999 and are adapted from the ASCA Competition and Rules for Middle and High School (revised September 1995).
				

1.    SCHOLARS' BOWL is an academic question and answer competition played in rounds between two teams of four players each, one of whom is designated as captain, and two alternates.  Schools may use their alternates; however, substitution must occur only between rounds.  

2.	There can be only (1) official team from each participating middle or high school.  Team members must be full-time students.  High School students must not have earned a diploma.

3.	Teams must report to the assigned competition site at the appropriate time.  If a team is not present within five (5) minutes of the starting time, a forfeit will be declared.  Each team 	must be accompanied by its coach, sponsor or designated representative.

4.    Observers are welcome; however, once a round has begun, no one may enter or leave the room.  Observers must remain 
       quiet; there should be no talking or clapping until the entire round is over.  Disruptive observers will be removed from the room.

5.	Tape recorders, video cameras, or student aids are not permitted.  Pencils and paper are provided to each team.  These supplies will be collected after each round.

6.	A round consists of ten (10) "Toss-up" questions, worth 1 point each; and as many "Bonus" questions as needed per round.  Bonus questions are worth a total of 4 points, each part valued at 1 point.

7.	Points are scored by correct answers to questions asked by the Moderator.  There is no penalty for answering questions incorrectly.

8.	The answers provided on the game cards are the official answers.  However, if the Moderator 	or a teacher finds that an answer is incorrect, a protest should be lodged.  The Moderator will determine if the card should be thrown out.

9.	At the end of each round, the scorekeeper announces the score.  If the score is tied the tie is broken by a sudden death play off of Toss-up questions.  The team providing the first correct 	answer wins the round.

10.	At the end of the competition, the team with the most rounds won is the winner.  In the event of a tie, the total points will be evaluated and the team with the largest number of points will be the winner.  If there is still a tie, then another complete round of competition will be 	played to break the tie.

11.	If an active player or coach wishes to protest procedures or scores, the protest must be lodged and resolved before the reading of the next question.  The Moderator's decision is 	final.  After a competition is completed, there can be no protests of the results.

12.	The Moderator, who will be a college professor, enforces all the rules of the game in a fair and judicious manner.  She/he runs the game.  The other officials are there to back him/her up and to intervene only when the Moderator cannot handle the situation alone.

13.	The Moderator must be able to see and hear all the action of the game, players, announcers, visual props, scoreboard and clock.

14.	The Moderator enforces the five-second rule on Toss-up and twenty-second rule on Bonus questions.  When a player or team takes too long to answer, the Moderator enforces the time limit.

15.	The Moderator is thoroughly familiar with the questions and answers, and is ready to rule, upon request, on the acceptability of an answer.  The Moderator may disallow an answer to any question upon prompting from the audience or any other member of the team on Toss-up.

16.	The Scorekeeper keeps the official team scores throughout the game, making sure that points are accurately transferred to the official score center.

17.	The Scorekeeper keeps the official team and scoreboard scores and maintains the official scoreboards for individual teams.

18.	The Timer is responsible for the signal to indicate the start and end of each round and for monitoring the time of each Toss-up and Bonus question.


TOSS-UP QUESTIONS

19.	On a Toss-up question, the first response given is the one that counts.

20.	If a player answers a Toss-up question correctly, his/her team scores 1 point and is given a chance at a Bonus question.


21.	Players will be given 5 seconds to signal from the time the Moderator stops reading the question.  Once the player is recognized, she/he must begin to answer within 5 seconds.  If the answer is incorrect, the Moderator will ask the opposing team for an answer.  A player 	on the opposing team must answer within 5 seconds thereafter.

22.	If a signal comes after the 5-second time limit has been called, it does not count.

23.	Any team member may press his/her buzzer to signal that he/she knows the answer to a Toss-up question.  He/She must wait until the Moderator calls his/her name before giving 	an answer.  If a player signals and gives the answer, correctly or incorrectly, before being recognized by the Moderator, the question is offered to the other team.

24.	If a player on either team thinks he/she knows the answer to a Toss-up question before the question is completed, he/she may interrupt the Moderator to answer the question.  At this time the Moderator must immediately stop reading the question.  If the answer is correct, the team earns the point.  If the answer is incorrect, the question is repeated in its entirety for the opposing team, if no member of that team has buzzed in.  That team must answer within 5 seconds.

25.	If a player signals that he/she knows the answer, is recognized by the Moderator, and another teammate responds to the question, correctly or incorrectly, the question is given to the other team.

26.	If players confer with or signal to another teammate, the other team or an audience member during a Toss-up question, the team loses the opportunity to answer that Toss-up question.  The same question is offered to the other team who must answer with 5 seconds.

27.	If, after Team A misses an answer to a Toss-up question, the Moderator inadvertently gives the answer before giving Team B an opportunity to answer, the Moderator will select another question from the extra questions in the round and give only Team B a chance to answer.

28.	If someone in the audience shouts out an answer before either team has a chance to answer or 	after Team A has attempted and failed to answer correctly and the Moderator has not had a chance to turn the question over to Team B, then the Moderator discards the question and selects a Toss-up from the emergency questions.  (The 5-second rule still applies).

BONUS QUESTIONS

29.	Before a match begins, each team will designate a captain who will answer Bonus questions for the team or designate the person to answer.

30.	After a Bonus question has been read, team members may confer for only 20 seconds; at the end of 15 seconds the timekeeper will say "Five seconds" and say "Time" at the end of the 20 seconds.  The team captain, or a designated team member, must then answer immediately.  If the Bonus question is asked to be repeated (in part or in whole) while conferring, this reading is included in the 20 seconds total.  Time is called at the end of 20 seconds if the answer has not begun.

31.	Since Bonus questions have multiple parts, the question will be read in its entirety, and the team will have 20 seconds to begin its answer.  One point will be given for each correct part of the four part answer.

32.	Incorrectly answered and unanswered bonus questions shall then be offered to the opposing team.  Their captain or designate must begin answering immediately.  Bounce-back team players shall not have the bonus questions re-read for them.

33.	If someone in the audience shouts the answer, the Moderator throws out the entire question and selects another Bonus question of equal value from a stack of spare questions


Rules and Regulations for Scholars' Bowl Individual Competition

1. This is an individual, multiple-choice written test consisting of approximately 50 questions.
2. 20% of test content is theme-related.
3. Participants have 30 minutes to complete the test.
4. A maximum of five (5) entries per club are permitted.
