Scholarship Rules and Regulations

1. Only one student may apply from each school per scholarship.

2. The Scholarship Chairman may enter an applicant as long as no privileged information (essay topic, etc.) is divulged.

3. Applicants must be seniors in high school who intend to continue with French in college.

4. Applicants must have had at least two years of French.

5. Applicants currently enrolled in French 4 or below and who started studying French in the 9th grade or later must apply for the Intermediate Scholarship. Student had no prior French instruction in elementary, middle, or junior high school.  
6. Applicants currently enrolled in French 4 or above and had prior French instruction in elementary, middle, or junior high school must apply for the Advanced Scholarship.

7. Student and teacher must fill out and sign the accompanying "prior French experience form".

8. Applicants must have an “A” average in French and at least a “B” average in other subjects.

9. Applicants must submit an official transcript with application.
Judging Procedures

1.  Applicants will write a composition in French, given a choice of topics, during a half-hour session at the convention.  No dictionaries or aids will be permitted.

2.  Applicants will be individually interviewed in French at the convention.

3.  Judges will also consider grades in selecting a winner.

4.  Judges may award two scholarships, which will be presented at the closing ceremonies of the convention.
